ROUTING HIGHLIGHTS:
Windhoek — Etosha National Park - Windhoek

Guests on this safari will be treated to the highlights of a classical Namibian Etosha Safari.
The Etosha National Park has over 114 mammal species, 350 bird species and 21 vegetation

types.

On this safari trip we offer two days of game driving including an afternoon game drive upon
arrival, a full day game driving across the Park and a morning drive before returning to
Windhoek. This safari has a guaranteed departure every Saturday of the year, with a
minimum of 2 people and can easily be added onto other safaris before, between or after!,
no single supplements and we will operate the trip with only one booking if necessary. The
price is virtually fully inclusive and the style is limited participation, assisted camping.
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ITINERARY:

Day 1

Windhoek — Okaukuejo, Etosha National Park (450 km)

You will be collected from your hotel between 08:00 and 08:30. We have a long drive today.
On our way we will stop in Otjiwarongo to fill up with petrol and provisions. We will have a
picnic lunch along the way and arrive in Okaukuejo and set up our camp in the afternoon. We
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will have time to explore the surroundings and enjoy the swimming pool before a late
afternoon game drive. After dinner around the campfire, a visit to the floodlit waterhole is
strongly recommended as there are good chances to see rhinos and lions come to drink.
Accommodation: Etosha national park (camping Lunch and Dinner)

Day 2

Okaukuejo — Namutoni, Etosha

Today we will spend most of the day game driving. We will visit a number of waterholes and
make a stop at the Etosha Pan, the “place of dry water”. The Pan is an extensive flat
depression of about 5,000 km?. This great, white expanse is a place of shimmering mirages,
and being able to see large herds of game in this setting makes Etosha a unique experience
in Africa. We may stop at Halali middle camp to have lunch before we continue our game
drive to Namutoni. We have time to relax at the swimming pool in Namutoni or at the
waterhole before a late afternoon game drive. The game viewing is usually excellent with
close views of springboks, zebras, impalas, giraffes, gemsboks and plenty of birds. If we are
lucky we may also have some close encounters with elephants and lions. In the evening we
may enjoy a glass of wine and experience a fabulous sunset from the tower of the old
German fort before dinner around the campfire.

Accommodation: Etosha National park (camping breakfast lunch and dinner)

Day 3

Namutoni — Windhoek

After a morning game drive, with the chance to get some more pictures of Etosha's wildlife in
the soft morning light, we head back to the city. We will travel on the main road, passing
through farmland and small towns, with time to stop in the small town of Okahandja with
Namibia’s largest wood—carving market. We are likely to arrive back into the city at around
16:30 and you will be dropped off at your accommodation on our return.

Breakfast and lunch

Useful items to bring with you:
1. Two litre water bottle

2. Torch

3. Towel

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Clients are limited to one soft, barrel type bag per person with maximum weight of 15kg, one
medium sized hand luggage bag, one medium sized camera bag and a sleeping bag.

We suggest a sleeping bag range of "3 — 4 season”. Sleeping bags can be hired by prior
arrangement for the trip. When packing your clothing please be aware that Namibian summer
temperatures (December - March) can reach 45*C, and winter temperatures (June -
September) can be as low as -5*C. The rainy season is between December and April.

All evening meals on camping safaris, (unless stipulated), are cooked on an open fire by your
guide. Salads and fresh vegetables will be served where possible, but please note in some
areas this is not necessarily every day. Fresh fruit will also be supplied when possible.
Vegetarians can be catered for but please notify us prior to safari departure.

Namibia is a low risk malarial destination but we recommend that seek professional medical
advice to enable you to make decisions on personal malaria protection.

All tap water in Namibia has been purified or comes directly from boreholes and is safe to
drink. We supply tap drinking water but bottled mineral water is easily available at shops and
rest camps should you prefer to drink this.

Electrical plugs are 220 V and are 3 pin (round pin as opposed to square pin). Adaptors can
be purchased in Windhoek. It is possible to re-charge batteries at some campsites.

It is customary to tip in Namibia, usually, around 10% at restaurants. Your guide and
assistant can be tipped at your own discretion but we ask that the guide be tipped separately
from your assistant.

GENERAL NOTES:

PASSPORTS must be carried with you at all times whilst on safari and in the vehicle. Your
passport must be valid for at least 6 months after your safari finishes/you leaving the
country. You may not be allowed into Namibia if your passport does not have the required 6
months; we cannot accept any responsibility or refund on a safari in this scenario.

CURRENCY — The Namibian Dollar (N$) is tied permanently 1-1 to the South African Rand
(SAR). SAR notes and coins are legal tender in Namibia. Credit cards are widely accepted at
ATM'’s. Traveller's cheques can be changed only in major towns but it is advisable to carry a
limited amount of cash with you.

PERSONAL TRAVEL INSURANCE is not included but is compulsory when travelling on any
safari. Travel insurance is for your own protection and we consider it to be an essential part
of modern international travel. Please consult your travel agent prior to leaving home or
contact us.

VISA REQUIREMENTS - Visas are your own responsibility; persons arriving without the
relevant visa for their safari will not be refunded in this scenario.
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
